CARROLITON IANOR

Carrollton Mancr wes a tract of land in Frederick County of about 17,000
acrecs. L ortended from the Potomac River end Catoctin Hountains on the south to
the Monocacy River on the east, including the towns of Lime Kiln, Buckcystown,
btdemstowm, Doubs, Licksville, Tuscarcre cnd Point of Rocks, It was originally
grented 1o Chaerles Carroll of Annepolis, the father of Charles Carroll of '
Carrollton., The entirc cstate was given to the son, - lands, slaves anc mOnNEy.
From this tract cof land he took his title "Cherles Carroll of Carrollton". He
elceys signed his letters and important pepers in this manner,

Cherles Corroll of Carrcllton was sent abroad when he was ten years of age.

He studied at St. Omzrs, a famous Jesuit College in French Flenders. After that he
went on to Paris end London, completing the study of law., He was an accomplished
linquist, a Latin ccholer and a speeker of impecceble French, In 1764 he returned
{rem Lurope, whcre he had spent sixtecn yeers in iraining for the responsibilities
he was to incur as heir 1o one of the lergest fortunes in the colonies, At twenty-
cight he took cver nis fether's rolc as a gentleman farmer,

Despite his wez2lth he hzd many personal problems, Once he was diseppointed in
love, another tirme his bricde..to-be fell ill and died. He merried Mary Darnell, who
was much younger than he. She died in childbirth and he never remerried.

Fe =zent agents to CGerrany and Irelend to recruilt discontcnted men to become
farmers on his land. Hcuses with thatched roofs were erected for the overseers.

Fe had deep ccacern for their spiritual and political welfare,

He was & Catholic, out if Protestants wished to erect a meeting house, the
land was theirs for 'one rose a year'l,

Sorme refercnces say ne did not really live on Carrollion Manor, others say he
lived thcre one yezr. The Carrolls set up an establishment of lovely grandeur,
Dovghoregan, west of Ellicott City in Howard County. Charles lived to bec ninety-
five years old. Ee vwzs known as the "Last of the Signers" because he outlived all
the fifty-five who signed the Declaration of Independence. In 1828 he had the
nonor of leying the corncrstone of the Baliimore and OChio Reilroad,

While 1t seecms Charles Carroll never really lived on Carrollton lanor, he
erected a mancr house whére he spent a few days or weeks at a time. The lMansion
was named "Tuscarcrs', However, it was the home of his favorite grenddaughter,
llarianna Caton and her husband Robert Patterson. The house was a lerge three
story mension, of late Amcrican Ceorgien architecture, built of native limestone
zround 176L. t is situated about two miles from Buckeystown. It bears a stamp
of elegancec and fine workmanship with the essential wine cellar in the basement.

At first it hed 1 rooms, morc werc added later until there were 21. It is said
that the walls arc twenty-four inches thick, the floors werz madc of ocak and many
doors wtill have the original latches. rartitions through most of the house are
solid brick., Becyond the wide front door is a rectengular reception hall with
access to the rooms. There arc twin drowing rooms and a siairway that sweeps fron
the basement to thc a*iic, ZEach room had its own fireplace.

The manor hummed with industry, mills operatcd by water power went up to srind
the grain, wheat supplanted tobacco in Carrolls policy. Kilns were established to
burn lime to fertilize the fields.

The Pattersons lived there only @ few ycars, Cholera troke out in the neighbor
hood and they fled to Baltimorc, but in a few days Mr., Patterson dicd, Tuscarora
wes never completed 2¢ he ned planned. After Mr. Patterson's death the family no
longer lived in the Manor House. It wes occupied by tenants. The Manor was reduccd

in sizc by being divided into smell ferms until only about two thousand zcres re-
maincd.
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Aftcr the death of Charles Carroll it went to thc desccndents, the Tuckers,
the Jacksons, Lees and the Merchroncs of Wellesley. Mrs. Patterson hed now benonc
the wifc of the Merguis of Wellesley, and her sister Duchess of Leeds and Countess
cf Stafford. References say one of the heirs received §8000,00 a year rent, whicrh
was & large sum of moncy in those days.

Sincc the heirs of Charles Cerroll were scattercd over the world thcy had
‘or overseers to lock after itheir interests. These arc some of the ageénwo:

Dy now most of the Carrollton Manor had been sold or leased, Among the large
purchasers was Louis lMclurray, who was the first to start the corn cenning indus 7T
in Frederick County. He also canncd peas and other vegetables., Two large cannil]
plants were loceted on Cerroll Mancr, one a2t Buckeystown, controlled by the Balcr
=rothers, the other at Adamstown controlled by the Thomas Brothers,

Cereless tenants ncglected and ebuscd Tuscerora. Turkeys wcre raiscd in 2

bedroom, hogs in the basement and curcd hams dripped from the attic. The cdescendents

held Carrollton Manor as obscentee landlords until around 1923 when it was bought
by the Baker family. A&bout 1949 two of the originel farms of the Manor were sold
to Mr, & Mrs. Pascal Renn. The Renns sold about half of it. They made cxtensive
improvements and furnished it with antiques and rcproductions of the colonial
period, t was thrown open for a Garden Pilgrimage in 1953. Surprisingly the
bannisters and stairwey survived and the woodwork wes in good condition and cup-
boards, inner chuttcrs and doors steyed in placc. A few years ago the Renns colcd
it to Eastalco, where a large aluminum plant has becn erected on the farm, tut
Tuscarora is still stending and is used as a home at the present time,



IIDILNS

Data on the Indians living in ocur community is very meager, It is doubtful if
many Indians were living herc when the carly white settlers camc. If there wcre
any, we think the whites had no trouble with them. &1l the Indians of Maryland
belonged to the Eastern culturc., They lived by a corbinztion of farming, hunting
and fishing. They arec also known as Woodland Indians. They wecre mostly of the
Algonguin stock which includes Susquehenoughs, Iroguis, Dclawares, Chippewas,

ttawas, Pottawatonies, Hehcgans, Shawnees, ifohawks, Senczces, and Hurcnes. The
Tuscaroras wcre hunting Indians end moved around hunting for game. "Collectors

on the Warpath" by Joe Wishenhauver, III, statcs that Lloyd's map of 1721 shows a
Tuscarcra town at the mouth of the lfonocacy. He says the following year both the
Conoys end Tuscaroras went forth to join Six Nations. They migrated up the west
side of the Honocacy crossing ot Hughes Ford and then northeast to the Susquehannes
Tribe,

A1l of Frederick County was a great hunting ground for the Iroquis and Algon-
cuin, Scattered on both sides of the Potomac and Monocacy nearly every knoll was
a transient villege for thce red men., Most came and went and did not make a pcr=-
manent home, seys Ralson Goldstorough in his "Indian Sites of Frederick County'.

Tre Iroguis wcre suoposed to be the bravest, fiercest and most intelligent.
They were the terror of the surrounding tribes, All the territory now Cecil,
Herford, Basltimore, Howard, Montgomery, and Frederick counties was the favorite
hunting grounds for the Susquehannas, These Indians wore clothing of bear and wolf
skin, much like a poncho, passing the head through a slit in the center, with the
garment draping around the shoulders.,

The Indians had towns and villages. Mr. William J, Grove, in the "History of
Carrollton Manor" says there were three Indian villages near us vhich formed a
triangle. One was at Arcazdia, the former home of Dr. D. T. HMcKinney neer thec
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, orewas near Point of Rocks, and one near Maznor woods
at Monaguol Spring, the farm recently sold by the Stone family. Therc was also a
burial ground there. Bones of Indians were found there according to a letter from
Miss Grinder who owned the farm before the Stones, She szid the chief lived there.
There was good water from the spring and a mild climate. Monaquol meant '"Golden
Water", It was the custom of these Indian braves to leave during the hunting
scason, after the corn wes harvested, while the old men, women and childrcn would
take care of the village and do any necessery work, The women also cultivated the
gerdens, Game was plentiful, providing clothing and food. One year the braves '
did nnot return end it is not known whethcr they were killed or died of some disease.
The ones left joined another tribe, lounds and campsites have been found but fow
graves. Recently nceople have been digging for Indien relics near Point of Rocks
and have found pieccs of pottery end errcw heads,

It is saild an Indian princess was buried near Manor Woods, ‘here was a limc-
stone merker with a hole in the center to mark the spot of her buriel. An Indian
squaw nursed the first white child, llery Schley, in Frederick. Rlack Hawle, a
Tfemous Indien chief, was once held prisoner on the spot where the Evangcliceal
reformed Church on West Church Street, TFrederick, now stands,

The Buckecystown pike which runs through the Menor was originally an Indian
trail, pessing through Virginia to Florida, It was latcr uscd by carly scttlers.

In "Indian Villesc Sites of Fredericlc County" by Relston Goldstcorough, it says
"Tthere was a trading nost at thc mouth of the Monocacy from 1711-1713. The Canoy
Indians lived on Ecaters Island ncar Point of Rocks but lef: there about 1712.
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It is said thet HNicholas Yinger cexhumed 7L Algonquin graves near the Potomac,
He found ecach grave hzd a pot filled with food for the warriors, bow and a2rrows anc
personal posscssions to meke it casier for him in the Hapry Hunting grounds,
Perfect pottery, oz2lishcd fish hooks, tcols used to screpe deerskins, arrow points,
shells, beads, perfect ceremonial tomehowks, stone axes and well worn peace pipcs
cf the Tuscaroras have teen found in Frederick County.

Nicholas Yinger says in an article in the Frederick llews, July 21, 1971 cntitlc
"Indiens Found Faith, Hove, Love in Manito" there were two misconceptions concerning
Indians who lived along the Potomac and ilonocacy Rivers. One was thet 21l Indiens
had good teeth, Only 2z few skulls were found with good tceth from over 200
skulls, The cthcor mistalen: idea was that perfect tomehewks were intenticnally
turied fiftccn cr more inches below the surface. These tomahewks were buricd to
signify a peacc treaty with another tribe after which they smoked peace pipes,.
Peace pipes were smoked in honor of their grcat "Manito" the great spirit of the
Horth American Indiens whem they regerded with reverence and awe,

The Shawnec tribe lived in thc Middletown Valley,

We still have some nemes of Indian origin in owr locelity such as, Kanawaka
(It is not known if this was a tribe or a'chiof), Seneca (4 tribe, the word means
story ), Tuscarcra (4n Indizn tribe), lonocacy River (spelled Honoquacy and mzans
"having many bcnds”), Potomac (River of swans), Cetoctin (Seid to be an Alzonquin
word meaning "Big Mountain or Land of White Tails"),

Tne Indian mede meny contributions to our way of living, They developed many
useful plents from the wild growth., The white immigrant improved on them but did
not develop any ncw oncs.

The smaller tribes were defeated by the Iroquois and moved to other arcas.

The Susquehannas were almost wiped out by an epidemic of small pex, and the ones
that were left were defcated by the Senecas and moved South,

In an article in the Frederick News on March 16, 1971, by Nicholas Yinger,
entitled "Marijuena Hazard to Homp Gatherers or Heads" he states that he thought
it was strange thet there should be more smoking pipes found on two Tuscarora Indieén
Village sites a2long the Potomac River than the other five sites he had excavated
combined. Another difficult thing to understand was the short l1lifs span of the
wer-like Tusceroras at sbout 28 years, as compared to the other five tribes who had
life spans of about L3 years. The Tusceroras seemed to prefer smoking to the white
man's fire water, They left their village at the mouth of the Monocacy about 1710,
There were two white men's trading posts there where thc Indiens treded their
aninal skins. They smoked tobacco that they raised in garden patches but they also
smoked dry leaf meterial from wild plants, especially the hemp, The carly scttlers
called them the "hemp gatherers”. They also used hemp for rough ccrdage, slecping
mats and 1o cover the walls and roofs of their sheliers, Coarsc fabrics, ropc for
hemmocks, and pole matis were often made from this hemp, It was uscd also to hang
pepoosc cradles or boards froa trec limbs so the wind would rock the infant to
sleep.

Unfortunately thc Tuscaroras didn't know that the hom» »lant was the real
killer of thc tribe. To ithe whites, hemp was a dangerous Asiatic herb, the source
of a deadly intoxicating crug when used to cxcess. It is known as "hashish' cr
"merijuana" end dates back before 237 B.C.

The Tuscarora Indien villege started ncar the agquaduct of the old C&O Canal
and ran 1o near what is now the Tuscarora Gun Club near Point of Rocks.

Most every stiream and rock shelter in Frederick County contains some remcing
of the Tuscarora, cither in weapons or other artifacts, It is generally believed
that the reason the Tuscarcres always lived by the tomahawk was thot they smolced

hemp leaves before going into bettle meking them fer more agressivce than the other
tribes,

EARLY SETTLERS

By 1773 the Cermen farmers were e2blc to scttle zlong the banks of the ilionocacy
without feer of the Indians. lost cof these Germens had left theilr country be-
ceuse of rcligious frcedom and a chance to meke a better living, Many hed sctilcd
first in Pemnsylvanias befere coming to Meryland., Their first scettlement. Honccac)
was made in 173l nect fer from the present city of Frederick, ncer Frederici
Junction., The farms of these settlers were neat and clean. Their houses and barve
were carefully built, lcst of them kncw a trade such as bakers, carpenters, shoo-
mekers, taileors, butchers, millers, locksmiths, workcrs in leather and glass. o
17L5 the town of Trederick was laid out and named Frederick in honor “Fredericlh the
Sixth and the last Lord Baltimore., The Cermen language was spoken on the streets
cf Frederick for about cne hundred years. Two churches had their entirc sorvics
in German, Children were instructed in both English and German. The style of <iic
nouses was usuelly Cermen rather thon English.
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ADAMSTONN

Adamstown is situeted emidst the fertile lends of Cerrollton Manor. It was
built ncer thc stetion of the same namc, The stetion is no lenger standing. The
station wes on the old linc of the Bzltimore and Chio Reilroad. Ademstown wes laid
cut in 1840 efter thc railroad was built. The town reccived its neme from Adem
Kehlenberg, who came here to live in 1840, He owned much of the land where Aderms-
town is now. The brick housc where his son, George Kohlenbcrg, e ticket cgent hcre
for meny years, still stonds south of the reilroed, It is owned by the helly
fernily at Tresent,

The first settler was Robert Palmer, a respected MNegro and a post and roiler.
The first whitc scttler was Deniel Rhodes, followed by Uswells, Thomasses, Buckcys,
Lucketts, Delashmutts, Xemps, Harwoods, Dutrows, Johnsons, Michaels, Padgctts,
Sncuffers, Spechts, Trundles, Whites, Deleplanes, Nicodemuses, Sinns, Lesants,
Stunkles, Devells, Biggs, and Shoemakers,

Sugar Loef and the Catoctin Mountains can be plainly scen as well as the
Monocacy and Potomzc Rivers,

History of Yestera Marylend by J. ThOﬂuS Scharf says in 1880 the populetion of
Léemstown was 66, Euckeystown District 2,5L7.

Ldamstown was Tirst known as Davis! Warchousc, socalled for the rcason the
Dr, HMeredith Deavis, the owner of Greenfield Mills on the Monocacy built a warchouse
here to store his flour, Dr. Davis was one of the leading millers in the county
and had the confidcnce of the farmers end general public, At that time banks were
not plentiful and it wcs the custom to lkecpd money at home or in the hands of the
millers or other busincssmen. When you wanted t0 borrow money you called on one of
these men for a loan., Dr. Davis was unfortunate, He failed in business and many
farmers were prectically ruined. Thc neme Davis' Warehouse centinued until about
1840 when it was changed to Adamstown.

During the Civil War this town was oftcn raided and skirmishes werc not
unusual. Therce wvas one family near Ademstown thet had one son fighting for the
North and another for the South.

Mr. Lee Simmons, a resident of Adamstown once said, "When the Yanks were coming
I'd hide in thc oven, when I'd see the Crey's I'd go out to meet them', His home
was known as "Monocacy", Times have changed now and all that is forgotten,

One of the carliest industries was hipping locust posts for ship building in
England, Pccled bark was also shipped.

Gabricl Whittcer was the first blacksmith. He scttled here in 1859. ‘the last
bplacksmith here was John Calvin Whitter, his son. His shop was closcd about 1926.
It was later torn down to ercct the bank.

Adam Kohlenberg wes the first merchant. He opened a store, built a warehousc
and coopcr shop. Mr. Yelter Krantz, Charles Poole, Melvin Bowcrs, Carl Gochnaur
kept store in the building occupied at present by Case fachinery. Across the
B&0O Reilroad tracks, Keefer Watcher ran a store. Mr. Robert Padgett ren a hardwarc
store in the brick building across from the Post Office for 25 ycers. Hcar it was
a bowling alley. Ir. Gochnaur built thc brick store now in use., Hc sold it to
Roger Plummer, who sold it to Willien Shreve, now thc owner, Mr. Jossc Hricg,

a wheelright, opcratcd 2 generel Norchgnclsc store that is now uscd as a residencc.

The post office wes kept in the country storc operated by ir. Krantz and
Mr. Poole, It wes thc community meeting place for the men. The Fredcrick News
came twice e weck instead of daily. Fveryone wes glad to get it as there was not
&S many newspapcrs and magazines then. Everything was wrapped by hand and sold by
the pound or ounco.



No packaged, frozen food, plastic bags and cenncd goods werc secn., Lggs aind buticr
werc traded for groccrics, You had to grind your own coffoc at home in a coffce
grinder. Cendy wes scveral pieces for a penny., Everyone liked to sit around the
store end discuss the cvents of thec day, ‘

Osburn Beck wes cne of the early carpcnters. He also made coffins,

Most of thec eerly houscs have been torn down, but a few have been improved end
are still stending. Mrs. Lec Thomas's house, built of brick, datcs back beforc tne
Civil War as does»thd onc owned by Mr. Frank Lawrcnce. Mr, John Page's stone
house was begun beforc the Civil Wer and completed efterwards, The house wherc
Mr, John Whitter lived still conteins the original log part. On the lMohlcer Ferm,
rented by Roger Doody now, the log part datecs back before the Civil Wer, The
brick house where Mr. & Mrs, lMelvin Haugh live was built by Samucl Dutrow, father cf
Claude Dutrow, grzndfethcr of Lee Dutrow., The brick was burned out of the clay from
the garden,

The Trinity Reformed Ccngregation was organized by Reverand S, S. Miller in
1658 and during the summcr of the samc ycar, Trinity Chapel, a substantial frame
structure was erected and served the congregation until 1893, when a brick struc-
ture was complcted. The cornerstone was laid with approprizte cercmonies on
July 8, 1893, The building committece consisted of J. Fenten Thomas, George T.
Kohlenberg and R. Claude Dutrow, Reverand W, F, Colliflower was the first-
minister. Reverend Guy Bready was in the first confirmetion ¢lass, having joined
at the age of twelve., Rcverend Glenn Crone is pastor in 1971,

The Episcopal Church was built in 1882 but is no longer uscd as a church. It
is now used as a storage place, '

The Adamstown bank, a branch of thc Commercial State Bank, opened in 1919,

Mr, William Renn was president (as well as farmer and postmaster), and Curtis W.
Thomas was Vice President, Edgar L. Thomas was Assistent Secrctary, C. Edward
Smith, Secretary and Hays Poole the cashier, The bank no longer operates but the
building is used by Shreves Grocery for storage.

In 1921 Adamstown had two large grain clevators, Farmers Exchange of Fred-
erick and Thomas and Co., a carriage works, two garages, z gencral store, a
hardwarc storc, a blacksmith shop end thc bank., Thet same yecar clectric lights
were installed in the town, Onc of the main industries was the canning factory
but 1t gave employment cnly one season of the year,

When some of the local peoplc werce asked what the town nceeded most, their
reply was morc homcs, a local govcrnment, (because therc was no onc to look after
improvements) a water system, morc industries and a high school. (From an article
in the Frederick News, Scptcmber, 1921).

Tournamcnts were one of the popular sporis held in the Manor Woods, At
these contests the best rider of the countryside tried to put their spcers through
small rings while riding et full speed. The rider who spearcd the most rings
won and then crowned thc queen of Love and Becauty. Clinton B. Harwood was one of
these riders. His horse was named Fly. James Rogers was another good rider.

Therc were two toll gatcs betwcen Ademstown and Frederick,” One stood on the
corner of thc road leading to Doubs and the other at Lime Kiln, The last toll
gete kceper necar Adamstown wes lr., William Smith, the father of Mrs. Lcc Dutrow
and Mr, Preston Smith., The toll housc hes been torn down now to make room for
new homes, but the onc a2t Lime Kiln still stands and is uscd as a residcncc.

When the road or tridge was peid for tolls werc no longer charged. lMost toll
gates were of? by 1921,

Thomas Harwood was cne of the largest landowners and onc of the most success-
ful, His daughter Henrictta merried George Mohler., Shc nad six childrcen, one
son was Thomas Noble Monlcr, the father of Mrs. Charlottc Mohler Hume. IMr. Harwood
lived on the farm adjoining Ademstown that is now tenanted by the Doody's. He
built thc brick store housce that was long occupicd by Robert H., Padgett, but is
now vacant. He also owned thce Frederick City Hotel, He was recognized as a good
tusiness man and he wes zlso fond of sperts. '

Doctor Jacob Thomes was the first physician in Adamstown., He lived in the
house wherc Mrs, Lee Thomes rcsides.

When the cut off was built on the B&0O railroad, the Germans, Irish and others
who worked on it had a camp near Mancr Woods. The rcason the cut off was built was
to help the gradc on the mein linc, t was very steep and the cut off made it
easier for the trains.

The populetion of Adamstown at the present time is approximately 500. The
altitude is 290 fcet end the aversge tempcrature is 53°, The rainfall averages
4O inches,

The industries that employ most people in 1971 are Destalco, Pepco, Todd
Steel and Alpha Cement Company. '

The nearest colleges arc Hood College and the Frederick Community College.

We have a school library at Carroll Manor Elementary school, and the Book
Mobile from Burr Artz library comes on a rcgular schedule,

The scrvice clubs that serve the citigzens of Adamstown and the surrounding
community are the Lions Club, Carroll Menor Grange, Ademstown Homemakcrs Club,
Carroll Manor Fire Company, Willing Workers (a church group), Senior Citizens,
the L4-H Clubs, Scouts and the Carroll Manor P,T.A,

According to an article in the Frederick News, February 22, 1971 by Margaret
Hindman, Adamstown has a futurc, The articlc was cntitled "Adamstown Arca Scen
as one of the County's Major Employment Centers." Planners look in the crystal
btall and sec light industry in the Adamstown recgion which will be located bctwzen
the proposcd feeder road and Ballenger Creck Pike., Propesed plans in the planning
process include sewers, water, highways, parks and public fecilitics, a residential
development, a shopping ares, middle and high schools for the future, The enroll-
ment of Carroll Manor School zs of May 1971 is LOL, with LO first graders expccted
in the fall, The first kindcrgarten in thc public schools began in September 1971,
with over forty students cnrolled.
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PHYSICIANS

Phillip Thomas was the first physician on record in Fredcrick County. He
noved to Frederick in 1769, '
Some of thc doctors on Cerroll Manor wcre:

Dr. Jacob Thomes, who lived where Mrs, Lee Thomas lives

John Tyler, William Hillcary, T. C. Routsom, (Buckcystown) around 1899

Dr, Willizm Johnston, Frcderick, 1861 and later Adamstown, He lived
where Mr. & Mrs. Kurt Andrews live now,

Dr. Cadwcll E. Hume, Adamstown, 1906, who lived wherce Mr, Robert Hartz
lives,

Dr. Jeringhem Boone, a doctor in the Civil War, who practiccd in Freder-
ick and Buckcystown around 1861 to 1865, Hec was the father of Mrs.
Jancy Boone, ’

Dr., Cherles Conlcy, Sr. £damstown who lived where Mr, Robert Hertz lives,

Dr, Charles Conley, Jr,, Buckecystown

Dr. Samuel Hoke, Ademstown, who lived where the Brashcars live

Dr. Shirlcy wnho lived in the DcRose house and Dr, Sigmond lNovak, Adams-
town, who lived where the Williams live.

Dr. Robert Hughes resides in Buckcystown but has his office in Frederick,
in 1971

Dr. Richard Trapnell, Point cf Rocks, 1861

Dr. Joseph Thomas who lived where the Lawrences live, He was the father
of Mrs, Russel Horman

Dr. Talbot Brice, Jeffcrson, 1971

Dr, George Crom, grandfather of Mrs. Lee Thomas, a doctor and surgeon
during the Civil War, he practiced near Jefferson

Dr, Jesse Fifer formally lived in Buckeystown but practices in Frederick,
1971

There ere no resident physicians in Ademstown at the present time. When onc
is nceded we go to Frederick or Jeffcrscn,



SUGiR LOLF

Mr., Gordon Strong was looking for a placc to rctire when he discevered
Sugar Leaf. Mr, Strong had rcceived his cducetion at Hervard, Heidelburg and
Ccorge Washington University., He made Suger Loaf's bcautics available for all to
cnjoy. Sugar Loaf's clevation is about 1200 fcct. IMr. Strong owned about two
thcusand acres of mountein land wherc he built Stronghold with a mountain road
lcaeding to it., He elso developed overloocks for thc meny thousands of pcople who
visit thecre cvery year., 4t Easter time 2 sunrisc scervice is still held there, In
1926 there werc 788 visiters, in 1950 thcre were L5,051 wvisitors and in 1951 there
were 60,000 visitors. Each ycar the number continues to grow,

During the French and Indian War Braddock traveled over the Monocacy trail.
General Anthormy merched his division to join Lafayctie at Culpepper Courthouse.
¥en in blue =nd gray swermed over the lend of Carroll Manor during the Civil Wars
Hemes were constently scarched for spics. A woman spy was found in a homestead
cverlooking the Monocecy and barely cxceped cxccution,

In the ecarly pert of the Civil War the Federal Signal Corps occupicd High -
ncz, built & wegon road to the top, put uwp quartcrs and crecied an observatoryes
hey cleared the top of 211 trees so as to give a better view, The pcople of
uger Loaf were peaccful people, An acre or two of land would be clearcd for
erdens, chickens and a cow. They supplemented their incomes by pulling berk,
utting fence rails aend hewing crosstics. Park Mills contained about twenty-five
cmes, a mill, a post office and several storcs at one time,

Taverans sprung up identified by their swinging signs such as the Blue Ball,
Sheaf of Wheat, The Plow and others. Stores wecre built and stocked and harncss
mekers, whecelrights, coopers, shocmakecrs, teilors and tanners worked from sun up
until dark., Shingles were cut and dried and scasoned and shipped to England.
Sumac was cut, dried and exported for usc es coloring matter.

The scttlers worked hard but made a good time out of their work, Whenever a
house or barn had to bc built, guilts to be made or corn to be husked, they kad a
"bee", The neighbors met together and helped. There was much eating, drinking
and joking. Everyone had a good time and also helped their neighbers.
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MILIS

As carly as 1791 therc were about cighty grist mills in Frederick County. By
1796 therc were thirty-scven on the Monocacy 2nd its branches, Cne of the
carliest of these, the Davis Mill, latcr to be known as Monocacy Mills, was locetcd
in one of thc best positions on the Monocacy, @bout a mile cast of Buckcystown.

In the 1700's and carly 1800's thc local mills pleycd an important part in
the community. Thecir mzin purpose of coursc was to grind whcat into flour, but
some of thc mills had socizl rooms wherce peoplc could gether to talk, hold "becs”
and somctimes dance,

Monocacy Mills was built by Mceredith Davis, Jr, in the 1700's., His father
had ccme from Walcs to Marylend in 1726, wherc hc obtained LS50 acres of land at the
mouth of the Monocacy. The carlicst mention of this mill was Scotember 11, 1739.
The power for Davis' Mill was supplied by an undershot whecl,

Upon Mcredith Davis, Jr's death, his estatc including thc mill went to his
sons, Ignatius and Charles. In 1785, Charles sold his sharc to Ignatius. On
June 10, 1835 Ignatius sold Monocacy Mills to Christian Kermp and Danicl Buckcy
for $25,000, Mr., Grove, the author of Carrollton Manor, sesys that at onc time all
but one of the mills along the Monocacy burncd down, Christian Kemp sold his sharc
of Monocacy Mills to his son Danicl Kcrp, who becamc a partner with Danicl Buckcey.
Following Danicl Kemp's dcath, it was sold at suction, This timc it was purchased
by Thomas J. Mycrs, David Bready and Ezckicl Wysham. Again the mill was sold,
this time to Theodorc C. Dclaplaine. This was at the timc of the Civil War. He
added new machinery with the cepecity cf a hundred barrels of flour a day.

Mr. Delaplaine had a thousand or more barrels of flour stored in his werchousc when
the Confederate troops merched through the area., Word was scnt to the Confederates
that as much bread es possiblc would bc bakcd and distributed, The soldicrs

ate the bread and left, Thc rcmaining flour was undemaged,

Twice the mill was burned by a slave girl who had a grudge against the owner.
Both times Mr. Déleplaine rebuilt the mill. Thc building itself has heavy, thirty
inch stone walls, The mill dam wes located about onc hundred yards abovc thc
Monocacy Mill, When Mr, Dclaplaine sold the 11111 in 187L, it was advertized as
being in fine running condition with all thec latest gmprovements. It was now
transfcrred to George W. Delaplaine and William G. Beker., In two ycars it was
sold to Charles Simmons for $15,000,

In 1851 there were two warehouscs, onc located at Buckeystown depot on the
B&0O roilroad and thc other at Nolands Ferry on the C&0 Canal.

Thcodorc Delaplaine built an addition to thc stone housc, in which he lived,
now owned by Mr, & Mrs, Jerome Crewe.

The mill was again advertizcd and sold to Benjemin Meitzler for »L500,00 and
then sold to Fulton B, Rice and Mertin C. Blessing. In 1906 it was sold to
William I, Stcincr and relatives. The opcration for the next forty-cight ycars
was by Leo Michacl., In 1957 it was shut down, but the mill still stands as mutc
testimony of its past.

There were scveral rills located on Bennctts Creck, One was & woolcn mill
callcd Fleecy Dalc and another was Ordecman's Mill at Park Mills, Ifr. Ordcman had
boen a sca captain and tcld interesting talcs of the ocean. There werce other
mills on Bennetts Creck. Pcters Mill, which was a2 grist and sew mill, burncd
years ago., Prices Woolen Mill and Distillery were also destroyed., A mill was
built on Tuscarora Creek about 1750 by the fathcr of Charles Carroll on the Carlos
DeGermendia farm, It wes probably the first mill on the Manor, Besides grinding
wheat, barley and corn, it sawed lumbcer and ground cemcnt. The coment was used to
build the aqueduct acrcss the Monocacy and for othcr concrete work on the canals



Tho aqueduct has stood well over 2 hundred ycars through storms and flood, so
it must have been well built, says Mr. Grove in his History of Carrollion Manor,
In 1819 Johnson's had a chain and iron furnacc ncar Furnacc Ford Bridge which
furnished iron for cannons for the Revoluticnery YWar and for Rumscy's stcamboot
at Shcpherdstowm, YWest Virginia,

Another mill was at Doubs, last opcrated by . alker Sndth, Dol sLi3u Soiud
by Mr. Doub. George Copcland bought this mill from ifr, Doub in 1852, Ifr. Copc-
land ran the mill 2 long time. His deughter, Alicc, marricd Marion Michacl.

Latcer the mill was ownced by H. Ray Smith and son Walker.

The Smith's mill was built of nativce sandstone by Charles Carroll of
Cerrollton in 1812, The date is cut on a stone in the mill, It wes a flowr and
sew mill, The mill race was crookcd becausc it is said to heve becn dug by slaves
znd when they ceme to a trece they dug eround it. The walls zre twenty-four inchces
thick. This rdll is still stending but is a5 longcr in opcration,

Greenberry Fout owned a mill ncar Flaeg Pond which was built by Jacob Latce
sbout 1800,

By 1858 many pcople had scttled along the streams and built mills; flour mills
and feed mills for grinding grain. Saw nills werc built for ripping out frames and
houses, Most of thesce were run by an undershet water wheel, Occasionly an over-
shot whect would bc used where the fall of the water was not high cnough to run the
cther.e The Doubs mill used the undcershot whecl in about 18L0O,
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AMELUWG'S GLASS FACTORY

In 178L John Amelung, a German, landcd on Meryland soil. He brought his
femily end 68 workmen and their familics, in all about 135 pcoplc. Therc were
mechanics of all kinds, blacksmiths, bakcrs, shocnmakcrs, tailors, physicians,
glass blowcrs and other craftsmen.

They scttled on Bennctil's Crcek in Frederick County and named their scttle-
ment Ncw Bremzn, It consisted of over 2000 acres. There was hard work ahead
building homes and a factory. Soon, atout thirty homes werc built of brick.
kmclung's home ovcrlooked the gless works and Sugar Loaf Mountain, It is still
stending &nd is uscd 2s a rcsidence.

Amclung believed in cducetion so it was not long until he erccted a school,
first celled the German School and leter the English School. He peid the school-
master a salery and provided him a home.

tor awhile he was cmploying about threc hundred men, “At first his tusincss
went well because he had skillful glessblowcrs and cngravers,

He vrescnted to George Washington a poir of goblects with his coat of erms
ecngraved con them,  There 1s a sugor bowl and some bottles owned by e Frederick
woman, some pieces owned by Corning Glass Company and somc window glass on CX-
hibition in thc Historical House, 21l madc at Amelung's Glass Factory., He also
madc whitc and grecn bottles, winc and other drinking glasscs and optical glasscs.

After visiting Mount Vernon hc made Masonic tumblers and was onc of the orgeni-
zers of a Masonic Lodge ncar the glass factory. It was known as Fleccy Milk
Mesonic Lodge. The first Masonic lodge in Frederick County was csteblished in a
farm house ncar New Market, prior to the Revolution,

By 1789 there was a sharp decline in glass sales., He had so much on hand he
had to store it in a warehouse in Frederick, In 1790 a2 firc swept through his
glass works which was a major disaster. He tried to get help from Congress but
was not successful, He then appcaled to his friends to loan him some cash, which
they did. The Marylend Legislators gave him an extension of time, howcver his
financial conditions grew worse and he was forced to sell, In 1798 Amelung died
2t the home of his daughter in Baltimore,

There have been scveral cxcavations on Amclung's New Bromen property where
many pieces of colored gless have been found, as well as glass utensils and tools,
fragments of glass bottlcs, bowls, pitchers, winc glasses, twmblers and window
glass,

John Frecdcerick Amelung's ambition was to crcate beauty. Thc picces of glass
he engraved are priceless posscssions in the world of art, says an article in the
Frederick News by Edward Dclepleinc., Rceproductions of the Amelung glass crc now
being made,



THE STCORY OF ICEHOUSES

The cutting and storage of ice was on important seasonal event before the
days of the artificial icc-making mechine and refrigeration. Cutting was not donc
until the icc was heavy cenough to support the horscs and sled or wagon. Usually
the ice wes a foot or more thick. January and February werc the best months to cut
ice. Cutting ice had many dengers, occasionally the mcn, horscs and sleds broke
through where thc icc was not solid.

The icc around Adamstown was cut from Mr, Deniel Padgett's pond at Cerroll
Mancr Housc and hauled by four horsc tcams to an icc housc on the farms. Icc was
taken out cach day for usc in an ice refrigcrator. Sonmetimes crcam was hung in
the well to kecp cool until it was churned,

An articlc from Valley of History states that a regional newspapcr of
January 1855 rcported thet fow buildings werc considercd more necessary to the
merchant and farmcr than a good ice housc.

Some ice houscs were constructed of stone or brick but somc werc frame.
Mohler's was frame below the surface of the ground, under a shade trce., Straw
was used to cover the ice to keep it from melting. During hay making and harvest-
ing time the ice was uscd to cool the drinking water or lemonade for the men in
the field,

The invention of eleectricity and the refrigerator brought an end to cutting
and storing natural icc,

BUTCHER ING

Butchering was a big event for each farmer., Often there would be forty or
fifty people for dinner. Many farmers butchered ten or more hogs, Some of the
help was paid, but most came on a voluntecr besis. The next day the meat wes
cured and latcr smoked and hung in the meat house until it was needcd. Fow
farmers butcher now, and old hams, cured properly, are hard to gect.
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THREE SPRINGS FISHERIES

Thrce Springs Fisherics, Lilypons, Maryland is onc of thc attractions for
visitors as wcll as loczl people. t is locatcd about ten miles south of Frederick
and cperated by members of the Thomas femily. They arce seid to be the largest
producers and distributors of cxctic agquatic plants, gold fish, tropicel fish,
jungle pects and pool supplics.

The watcr 1lily business rcally bcgen with Mrs. Curtis Thomas (&bbie), mother
of the Thomas brothcrs, growing watcr lilics in a tub. Theoy were ycllow and whitc
end very fragrant, A lerge pink water 1lily has been named for Mrs. Thomes. It
was the first watcer 1ily in the Unitcd States for which a patent was applicd.

The vonds wecre startcd ebout 1917 when Mr. G. L. Thomes, Sr. bought the
Threc Sorings ferm of about 360 acres. Now they have about 1800 acrcs and more
than 700 ponds.

Goldfish arc seid to heve originatcd in China, Japan and Korca and werc first
trought to the United States about 1878, Mrs. Barton Scarf, Adamstown, had a
goldfish pond before they were sold at Lilypons. At first the fish were given
zwey but heving to rcolecc the stock so often, Threc Springs Fisherics began scll-
ing them. It is said a man bought thc entirc stock onc time to give away to help
rove a product hc could not scll, Mr, Thomas's busincss and hobby grow and morc
land was bought,

The post office was nemed for Lily Pons, an opéra Singecr, about 1932, Therce
was a blg ceclcoration the day she visited the ponds,.

In 1939 the firm wes composed of threc trothers, as statcd in onc of their’
catalogucs, Mr. G, L, Thomas, Sr., Mr, Lec C. Thomas and Mr. Clarcncc C. Thomas,.
Mr. Lee Thomas built the ponds by scooping out the dirt with a tcam and grader.

All threc brothers dcovoted practically their entirc time to the business. Their
motto was "You must be seatisfied"., At first the fish were sorted, graded and
counted by women, latcr this work was done by men. The fish werc shipped in metal
tanks., A water system wes put in and run by rams which pumped” thc water from
Bennett's Creck, Sometimes the fish were lost duc to flooding.

The Threc Springs Fishcries had espccially constructed ponds where the eggs
were hatched., The nests, put in coment tanks, were constructed of wire on e frame
with moss to hold the cggs, one nest usually contained 10 to 20 thousand cggs.

The beby fish, called fry, are very small., Thcy do not hatch until warm weather and
by fell most of them havc turned gold. The fisheries had tanks which would cook

6 tons of food deily for the fish., They werc also fed egg yolks and thc whitcs

were given to people to meke angel food cakecs. For a number of years ifr. Erncst
Page was manager,

The lilies start blooming in carly spring and continuc blooming until frost,
They heve night and day bloomers as well as lotus, iris and tropical lilies. Lilics
arc easy to grow, sunshinc, quict watcr and soil is 21l thet is nccded.

An aquarium is foscinating but it must be balanced, thet is, thc animal and
plant lifc must be equal, Therc must be scavengers to keep the water clcan,

The business and hobby grew. Dr. G. L. Thomas, Jr. followcd his father in the
cperation until 1966, Nowr his sistcers ond their husbands end his sons continme the
busincss,

Many beautiful waterlilics, cxotic fish, lotus, water hyacinths and plents uscd
in aguariums and ponds mey be bought therc as well as alligetors, turtles, monlcys,
gold fish, frogs, tadpolcs, clams and snails, Shipping has improved too, instcad
of metal cans, fish arc ncw scaled in polycthylene bags filled with oxygenated wetcr,
Then they are cnclosed in a2 cardboard shipping box. If you want to spcnd a ,
plcasant and rewarding aftcrnoon, visit the Three Springs Fishcrics when the
lilies arc in bloom,
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BUCIEYSTOTHN

The first scttlers of Buckeystown werc George and Michacl Buckey of German
vlood, thc town was named in honor of George. They built a tanmyard in 1775, which
remained in the femily until 1830. The yards cccupicd the ground on both sides of
thc road (Routc §5) with the mein building wherce Jack's gareage now staonds. After
Mr., Buckey's dcath the yerds were rcented for a short time and sold to Mr. Danicl
Bakcr in 182L, He bought the tanyard and homz property (the Baker home). Mr.
Lewis Kemp married Mr. Buckey's daughter end lived therc., The back part of the
housc is thc oldest in Buckeystown, A small log house on thc property was torn down
in 1925. In 1791 thc old stone building on the squarc was built, and uscd as a
storc and geragc, The Grimcs homec, a stone housc, was uscd as a millincry and
dry goods storc, ’ '

" Thec stone housc owncd by Mr. & Mrs. Jacob Johnson was oncc 2 tavern. In
Mr, Crovc's "History of Carrollton Manor" hc mcntions three taverns in Buckeystown,
the Bluc Ball, thc Shecal of Wheat end the rPlow,

Buckcystown was the center of sports where horsc racing, chicken fighting and
card playing flourished,

Mr, Grove also states there once were two stores, a harness shop, two black-
smith shops (onc wherc Tobery's butcher shop now stands), two wheelrights, (one
was William Kricg), a cooper shop, a tailor shop, two shocmaker shops, two physicians,
a tanncry and a brickyard, Buckeystown had two brass bands, a singing school, &
string band, spelling bccs, and a debating socicty. o

The stonc house owned by Mr, & Mrs, Howard Smith was built about 1791. This
house was used as a store, Jack Brosius was a butchcr and 2 harness meker and had
his shop therc, ‘ )

The housc owned by Dr, & Mrs, Hughes was built ebout 1880 by Charles L. Thomas
who married Sarah Bakcr, Mr. Thomas, in 1902, began the manufacturc of brick in
Buckeystown. There were large kilns operated by the Baker's for about 60 years.
Two small houses on the River Road arc also old as well as the Krieg and Lecather-
wood homes,

The Swap Housc and Post Office building werc built aiter the first onc burncd
in 1900, The house owned by Dr. Cyrus Poolc was built of stone and stuccocd over.
Mr, L. R. Ncighbecrd opcrated a privatc school thecre for about fourtecn ycars.

The school building was built in 1868 and closed in 1951, There wore two
othcr one-room schools beforc thate When the brick school that is still standing
closcd, thc children came by bus to Adamstown. The school is now uscd as a
rcsidence,  There was also a school at Flint Hill near Buckcystown Road ncar
Park Mills,

Mr. A, W. Nicodcrus started a crcamery in Buckcystown, and therc was also a
cenning factory and en icc plant. Thc population in 1900 was 600,

Two new industriecs have begun ncar Buckcystown, the Albha Ccnent Company and
the Eastalco Aluminium Plant. '

The first Mcthodist Church wes built in 1896. It cost %5,000,00, The sccond
was built of stonc and dedicated in 1826 and cost about $16,000.00, Thc Reformed
Church, no longer uscd, was built in 1883 and closcd in 19L6. In 1882 thc Re-
fermed Congregation was orgenizced under the lcadership of Reverend 4, J. Hiller and
a brick building was creccted.

Buckcystown was oncc lightcod by gas, but now has clecctric lights. For many

years the salc of liquor wos Drohibited but now bcer is sold therc,
